Results from the April 10th Regional Sea Perch Underwater Robotics competition ð both our teams placed 

and are going to Nationals at Louisiana State University 19-23 MAY! Our Junior High team took 1st overall, 

1st in the ORBS and Obstacle courses and 2nd in Presentation. Our High school team took 2nd overall, 3rd 

in the ORBS and Obstacle courses and 1st in Presentation with a perfect score of 36 points. The trip will 

be paid for by National Headquarters (NHQ). 

 

On April 16th, we did the color guard for the òDay of the Childó ceremony held at the Corona city park 

honoring youth groups. On the 23rd we were honored to perform the color guard for Art Sidlerõs memo-

rial service. He will be missed by us all.

One of our Leaguer cadets ð PO1 Allison Galotto ð was selected to attend the STEM (Science, Technolo-

gy, Engineering, and Mathematics) training at West Point Academy the 24-27 MAY. She is 12 years old. 

Funding for berthing, meals, and the program is being paid for by the Toyota Foundation. Selected students 

just pay for transportation. 
 

On the 30th (Memorial Day) we will be the Navy color guard at Green Hills Memorial Park in Rancho Pa-

los Verdes. This event draws about 3,000 people each year and we are honored to again be invited to par-

ticipate. 

 

Chief Petty Officer Jessica Nagel was selected as 1 of 3 cadets to represent the United States in the For-

eign Exchange to the United Kingdom. She will attend in August and the cost to her will be $375 for 15 

days. NHQ picks up all other costs to attend. We are very excited for her and pleased to have another 

one of our cadets selected for this great honor.
